NOTIFICATION
Of ASBESTOS in CCSD#1 BUILDINGS

Asbestos is a material that was widely used in construction of many older buildings.  CCSD#1 regularly inspects and maintains district buildings that contain asbestos.  All removal and renovation is done according to national codes of safety.
There are two kinds of asbestos:  friable and nonfriable.  The one of most concern is friable.  Friable asbestos is any material that contains greater than one percent asbestos and which can be crumbled, pulverized or reduced to powder by hand pressure.  This may also include previously nonfriable material which becomes broken or damaged by mechanical force.

Materials in our buildings that meet this condition are heating pipe insulation and sprayed-on texture and insulation on hot water storage tanks.  The central office building has rooms upstairs not being used that contain sprayed-on texture.  Moorcroft Elementary and the Central Office have asbestos used on some heating pipes and hot water storage tanks.  These pipes are in tunnels and boiler rooms and are not accessible to students.  The asbestos is maintained in place and kept sealed with pipe lagging and sealants.

The nonfriable asbestos in buildings consists of floor tile, chalkboards, rolled vinyl and transit board.  The floor tile is maintained in place by keeping it sealed with wax and by not allowing sanding or drilling of the materials.  Chalkboards and transit board are maintained in an unbroken state. 

All new custodians are trained in a two-hour asbestos awareness class so they will not disturb any existing asbestos materials.
